Oswego Harborfest announced today that Harborfest's BowlFest 2010 will take place
on Sunday, April 11 at Lighthouse Lanes on Shampine Drive in Oswego from 12 PM to 3
PM.

“This is a great way to get the students involved with
Harborfest and this year’s cultural component,” said Sean Callen,
chairman of the Harborfest Children’s Committee. “We're so
happy that the School District and teachers have embraced this
project and we look forward to seeing some great designs.”

Grades K-3 will work primarily on the brochure cover design; '

This year's Harborfest cultural component is FRANCE; therefore designs will incorporate not only elements
from France, but also Harborfest and historic Oswego. In 2012, Harborfest will celebrate its 25" Anniversary,
while the Bicentennial of the War of 1812 will be celebrated in 2012. France and Great Britain were the two
main adversaries prior to the United States joining in on the conflict in June of 1812. Great Britain will serve as
the cultural component in 2011.

Prizes will be awarded to the students who submit the winning design as well as to the class from whom
the winning design came from.
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
