Harborfest has announced the winning design contest concept for 2010, it was 

announced today by Harborfest officials.  AUSTIN DEMOTT , a 10th grader at Oswego 
High School, submitted the winning concept.   

During this past school year, Harborfest and the Oswego City School District teamed 
up on a design contest to determine the 2010 Harborfest design theme to be used on the 
cover of this year’s program, Harborfest Information Guide and as the Harborfest 
commemorative poster.  Entries were submitted from students at the Elementary, Middle 
and High School grade levels. 

“We had many tremendous entries from many talented students of all ages,” said Tom 
Van Schaack, Executive Director of Harborfest.  “Austin’s concept really stood out as he 
combined elements of Harborfest with this year’s cultural component.” 
Students from the school district submitted their ideas based on this year’s cultural 
component “France”.  DeMott’s design was chosen from the hundreds of entries that were 
received.  Austin’s design was used by Step One Creative to create the program and 
information guide’s covers, as well as the 2010 Harborfest poster.  Also incorporated were 
designs submitted by elementary students from the school district and are incorporated into 
the background program cover and the 2010 poster design.
